Irrigation

Tomato is very sensitive to water application. Heavy irrigation provided after a long spell of drought 

causes cracking of the fruits. Hence it should be avoided. Light irrigation should be given 3-4 days 

after transplanting. Irrigation intervals should be according to soil type and rainfall, irrigation should 

be given 7-8 days interval during kharif, during rabi 10-12 days and 5-6 days during summer. 

Flowering and fruit development are the critical stages of tomato therefore; water stress should not 

be given during this period.
