Minutes of the meeting of Members of Executive Committee of NCCD regarding Membership held on 21.04.2011 at 4.00 p.m. at NHB Headquarter.   

The following were present:

1. Shri B.B. Pattanaik, Managing Director,CWC
2. Shri Bijay Kumar, Managing Director, NHB & Director, NCCD

3. Dr. R.K. Sharma, Sr.DD, NHB – Special Invitee

First of all, the committee noted that an agenda item “To permit enrolment of members of Governing Council” was taken up in the 1st meeting of Governing Council of NCCD held on 04.03.2011.  It was decided that the criteria for accepting membership should be defined and a Committee headed by Director, NCCD, may decide applications for membership.  The rules in this regard may be published on website of NHB.  Only the cases of disputes in this regard need be submitted to Executive Committee of NCCD. Similarly, roles of members and benefits of taking membership of NCCD should be highlighted and duly published.  In due course, a separate web site of NCCD may be developed.  It was decided that the suggestions received from the representative of CII about introduction of lifetime membership and applicability of service tax on membership fee may be looked into.  In view of fact that large number of cold storages are in Cooperative Sector, it was decided that MD NCDC may be invited as Special Invitee in the meetings of Governing Council of NCCD.

Director, NCCD informed the Committee that an advertisement was inserted in the press for Membership with 15.3.2001 being the last date as also this was put on the web-site of NHB.  Since very few applications were received, the last date was extended  upto 15.4.2011.

Membership guidelines were drafted and sent to all Members for comments which were also put on the web-site of NHB.

Till the last date, NCCD received 32 applications for different categories as per details given below:

The Committee noted that no applications have been received for Institutional Members, Transporter/Reefer Transporter Service Provider, Organized Retail Chain and Food Processor.  

It was noted by the Committee that the all the applicants have also paid the Membership fee as prescribed by NCCD.  However, Shri Sanjay Grover, Kirloskar Pneumatic Co. Ltd.has applied under Cold Chain Equipment Manufacturer/Supplier category and has given cheque for an amount of Rs.49000/- .  He has deducted Rs.1000/- as TDS. It was decided that may be requested to furnish a cheque for Rs.1000/- as NCCD is not covered under Service Tax.

The Committee noted that in the category “Consumer Organisations, Reputed Individuals, Exporters, Govt. Organisations, Autonomous Organisations”, only applications from Reputed Individuals have been received. 

After detailed discussions on all the applications, it was decided that all the applicants may be enrolled as Members. However, the term of Cold Storage Service Provider and Reputed Individual may be defined in more accurate terms for enrollment in subsequent years.

It was further decided that NCCD may again give an advertisement in the press and also put it on the Web-site of NHB inviting Membership of Categories for which no applications have been received.
